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1 Kings 16

Ahab Reigns in Israel

29 In the thirty-eighth year of Asa king of Judah, Ahab the son of Omri began to reign over Israel, and Ahab the son of Omri reigned over Israel in Samaria twenty-two years. 30 And Ahab the son of Omri did evil in the sight of the LORD, more than all who were before him. 31 And as if it had been a light thing for him to walk in the sins of Jeroboam the son of Nebat, he took for his wife Jezebel the daughter of Ethbaal king of the Sidonians, and went and served Baal and worshiped him. 32 He erected an altar for Baal in the house of Baal, which he built in Samaria. 33 And Ahab made an Asherah. Ahab did more to provoke the LORD, the God of Israel, to anger than all the kings of Israel who were before him. 34 In his days Hiel of Bethel built Jericho. He laid its foundation at the cost of Abiram his firstborn, and set up its gates at the cost of his youngest son Segub, according to the word of the LORD, which he spoke by Joshua the son of Nun.

1 Kings 17

Elijah Predicts a Drought

1 Now Elijah the Tishbite, of Tishbe in Gilead, said to Ahab, “As the LORD, the God of Israel, lives, before whom I stand, there shall be neither dew nor rain these years, except by my word.” 2 And the word of the LORD came to him: 3 “Depart from here and turn eastward and hide yourself by the brook Cherith, which is east of the Jordan. 4 You shall drink from the brook, and I have commanded the ravens to feed you there.” 5 So he went and did according to the word of the LORD. He went and lived by the brook Cherith that is east of the Jordan. 6 And the ravens brought him bread and meat in the morning, and bread and meat in the evening, and he drank from the brook. 7 And after a while the brook dried up, because there was no rain in the land.

Charles Dickens began his famous novel, A Tale of Two Cities, with these words, “It was the best of times, it was the worst of times, it was the age of wisdom, it was the age of foolishness, it was the epoch of belief, it was the epoch of incredulity, it was the season of Light, it was the season of Darkness, it was the spring of hope, it was the winter of despair . . .” 
These words well describe the period in Israel’s history, around 875 BC. Economically, Israel was prosperous. Militarily, Israel was secure. Politically, Israel was stable. These were some of the very best of times. 
Spiritually, Israel had never been darker. The light of God’s presence was not only hidden from view, but was openly hated. Yahweh’s altars had been torn down. The Lord’s prophets were in hiding. Hostility toward the LORD was the official platform of the king and the queen. Never before had God’s people so flagrantly opposed Him. These were the very worst of times. 
Yet for such a time as this, God raised up a man from a nondescript village to be his voice to a rebellious nation and to an idolatrous king. That man’s name is Elijah. For the next several studies we are going to study Elijah’s life. Other than Moses, no person in the Old Testament is referenced more times in the New Testament than Elijah. We know very little about his parents or his home town. He grew up in the region east of the Jordan River in Gilead. Gilead is a rugged country filled with dry hills and shaggy forests. It was a country which produced men used to rough conditions and hard living. Elijah was just that kind of man. 
Elijah did not dress in fine soft robes, but in a cloak made of camel hair with a rough, leather belt around his waist. He was a tough man growing up in a tough place. He needed to be tough because God set Elijah apart for a tough task. His task was to bring God’s Word to a people who did not want to hear it. His task was to confront a queen and her king who murdered people who disagreed with them. Let us consider 1 Kings 16 and 17 as we begin our series in the life of Elijah. In this study we are going to consider the context in which God called Elijah and the clarity with which God called Elijah.
We will study, first, the context: God contends against false religion. Second, we will study the calling: God calls human instruments. The third point, God cares for His obedient servants, will be in the following study.
God contends against false religion. He is jealous God. When you study an individual you have to study the history surrounding that person’s life in order to understand them and their significance. You cannot separate people from the context of their times. This is doubly true for Elijah. We will take some time to look through Old Testament history and I am going to ask you to put your “Old Testament glasses” on during this study. Some of this may be boring and we are not able to get into some of the interesting details as we cover this. We want to look specifically at the historical context from which Elijah is called to be God’s voice in his time. 
In 1043 BC, King Saul began his reign as the first human king over Israel. Remember, Israel demanded a human king, and up to that time God had been their King, because they wanted to be like the other nations around them. Nonetheless, this human king over Israel was supposed to act as God’s regent, God’s servant. The nation was to be a Divine Theocracy even though there was a human king sitting upon the throne as God’s representative. God was still to be the recognized ruler over this nation. Saul forgot this and God removed him from the throne.  
After Saul’s demise, a man after God’s heart is given the throne: King David. After King David, his son, Solomon rules. King Solomon dies in 931 BC. Together these three kings rule over a united Israel for a total of 112 years. 
Solomon started well, but he faltered toward the end of his forty-year reign. Solomon sins by acquiring, for himself, a multitude of wives who worshipped other gods. Solomon would marry a total of 700 wives. That is a lot of wedding cake! And, if that were not enough, Solomon is going to take 300 concubines. These wives and concubines will have a strong spiritual influence on Solomon, as wives tend to do, particularly in his older years, as we read in 1 Kings 11m 
4 For when Solomon was old his wives turned away his heart after other gods, and his heart was not wholly true to the LORD his God, as was the heart of David his father.  
He did not leave God completely, but he had “half-a-heart” toward God. Solomon built worship centers for these other gods in Israel and God was not pleased. We read further in 1 Kings 11,

11 Therefore the LORD said to Solomon, “Since this has been your practice and you have not kept my covenant and my statutes that I have commanded you, I will surely tear the kingdom from you and will give it to your servant.  12 Yet for the sake of David your father I will not do it in your days, but I will tear it out of the hand of your son.”
After Solomon dies, his son, Rehoboam, takes the throne, but shortly after a civil war is incited by a man named Jeroboam. The nation is now divided into two. Ten of the Twelve Tribes of Israel form the Northern Kingdom and those Ten Tribes will be ruled by Jeroboam. Two of the Twelve Tribes of Israel remain in tact and form the Southern Kingdom, ruled by Rehoboam.  
From this time forward, as you read the Old Testament, the Northern Kingdom is going to be called “Israel” and the Southern Kingdom is going to be called “Judah”. If you miss this distinction, you will become very confused as you read through 1 and 2 Kings and 1 and 2 Chronicles. 
Judah and Israel are not the same country anymore. They are two separate countries and Elijah is going to prophesy to the Northern Kingdom, the Kingdom of Israel. For now our history lesson focuses on the Northern Kingdom known as Israel.
Jeroboam, the first king of the Northern Kingdom, realizes it is politically dangerous for the citizens of his kingdom, his new nation, to travel into Judah, into the Southern Kingdom, in order to worship God in temple in Jerusalem. If they continued to do that, to worship God in the Temple because Jerusalem was a part of the Southern Kingdom, their hearts might become loyal to the Southern Kingdom and the Northern Kingdom would become unstable. Jeroboam does something politically expedient: he fashions two golden calves and sets one in Bethel and one in Dan so Israel, the Northern Kingdom, could worship God without going to the Temple in Jerusalem. At this point, Jeroboam’s intention was to worship the true God using forbidden means. He was not rejecting the worship of Yahweh; he was using means Yahweh had rejected. 

Remember the second commandment that God had given Moses, in Exodus 20,

4 “You shall not make for yourself a carved image, or any likeness of anything that is in heaven above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the earth. 5 You shall not bow down to them or serve them, for I the LORD your God am a jealous God.”
Please note idolatry begins by a neglect of God’s instructions regarding worship. At first, this change Jeroboam brings seems innocent and perhaps even wise. When we make our worship of God convenient or politically expedient in neglect of God’s Word, we are on a path to idolatry. Worship is serious business in God’s Kingdom plan. 
After Jeroboam dies, Nadab takes the throne for two years, and we read in 1 Kings 15,

26 He did what was evil in the sight of the LORD and walked in the way of his father, and in his sin which he made Israel to sin.
Nadab is succeeded by the man who murders him, Baasha. Baasha is a violent man and he reigns for some time. He is succeeded by his drunken, murdering son, Elah.  Zimri kills Elah and slaughters all the household of Baasha to gain the throne and that line is completely cut off. 
Zimri’s reign lasts seven days. It is the shortest reign of any king in the Old Testament. Zimri commits suicide because he figures it is the better way out and a man by the name of Omri is made king. Here is how the Bible describes Omri, in 1 Kings 16,

25 Omri did what was evil in the sight of the LORD, and did more evil than all who were before him. 26 For he walked in all the way of Jeroboam the son of Nebat, and in the sins that he made Israel to sin, provoking the LORD, the God of Israel, to anger by their idols. 
Omri intensifies the sins of Jeroboam and the kings who were before him. This is an exciting start to a new nation! Seven kings in the first fifty-eight years of this new nation, the Northern Kingdom, and all of them were wicked rulers. Not one of them was a redeeming king. Perhaps now, after all of this evil, there will be a change for good. Omri dies and his son, Ahab, succeeds him, and we read from the text,

30 And Ahab the son of Omri did evil in the sight of the LORD, more than all who were before him…32 He erected an altar for Baal in the house of Baal, which he built in Samaria. 33 And Ahab made an Asherah. Ahab did more to provoke the LORD, the God of Israel, to anger than all the kings of Israel who were before him.

He is going down, down, down! Ahab was worse than the others because he changed the national religion of Israel from the worship of Yahweh to the worship of Baal. The Nation left the faith and became apostate in Ahab’s day, underneath his and his wife’s, Jezebel, insolence. Ahab was heavily influenced by his Baal worshipping wife, Jezebel. Ahab ruled the land, but Jezebel ruled Ahab; she had a powerful influence. Jezebel, the text tells us, was the daughter of the king of Sidon and Baal was the Sidonian God, “The Storm God”. The Sidonians were incredibly powerful and prosperous. They ruled the sea; they had the best navy in the world at that time. This was a marriage of political convenience; an alliance to garner more power. 

Jezebel didn’t merely worship Baal, but she was a missionary for Baal. Once in power, Jezebel begins killing off the prophets of Yahweh and outlawing the worship of Yahweh. As she killed the prophets of Yahweh, you might say she played “hard Baal.” (Laughter) She supported 450 Baal priests out of her own purse and convinced Ahab to build a huge temple in Samaria, like the one in Jerusalem for the dedicated worship of the true God, and it was openly declared “Baal lived and Yahweh, the LORD, the God of Israel, was dead”. That was the message. To speak up on behalf of Yahweh in this culture was an invitation to persecution and possibly death. In a short time all true worship vanished from Israel and gross idolatry took hold in the land.
Baal was the “Storm God” who was said to have power over the rain, the wind, and the weather.  He was called the “Rider of the Clouds”. He was often portrayed with a lightning bolt in one hand. He was a key god in this agricultural society, for if Baal was not pleased, then the farmers could not expect any rain to fall upon their land. If you were tempted to believe, one can see why it would be tempting to worship Baal and please him. Pleasing Baal would be economically prosperous for you. The worship of Baal was thoroughly depraved on many levels. Baal worship included participation of male and female prostitutes in the temple, so when worshippers would come there would be sexual immorality as a part of the worship of this god. It is into this context Elijah enters the scene.
There are three applications to the context of Elijah’s life. First, we cannot let our culture define our spiritual convictions and our spiritual beliefs. The world around us is not a friend of God, and that is what the people of Israel allowed to happen. They allowed an encroaching culture to change their attitudes, understandings, faith, and convictions. God does not establish His throne by popular vote; He is God! If we allow our culture to determine what we believe to be true about God and how we are to live our lives, we ultimately will reject God altogether. 
We have to ask the question: who are we listening to? When we discuss ethics, personal lifestyles, what to do, what not to do, who God is, and how to worship Him, the Word of God is so very clear. God is saying, “Be careful of the world’s influence over your heart, and particularly to those who claim to have a relationship with the Lord God, with Yahweh.” We have to challenge the gods of this world or they will conquer our hearts. False gods do not just fade away, they must be confronted. That is why God sent Elijah to confront Baal.
The second application: God is patient, but He will not allow His name to be treated with contempt forever. The nation that discards God is the nation that will lose His blessing. That is a huge application for us in America today. There are always personal consequences for idolatry, consequences we cannot imagine or envision. I do not believe when Solomon began his compromise he could imagine one would follow him such as Ahab and lead his people into such depraved worship. 
There are national consequences for idolatry as well. God is a jealous God. He is jealous for His name and He will ultimately judge a people who defy Him. We must not allow His patience to cause us to think He is soft. I pray, and I invite you to pray with me, God will bless America by bringing revival to His church. May we turn from idols to serve the Living and the True God? We must not misjudge our current blessing, thinking that God does not care we are worshipping false gods. Remember, these were the best of times and these were the worst of times for Israel. If you looked at them economically, socially, and militarily you would have said, “Everything is great!” That was not the case. The foundation had crumbled underneath them. Revival must begin with the house of God.
The third application is the move from spiritual life to spiritual apostasy is often a series of small steps. Very rarely does spiritual apostasy happen in one great leap. Beware of the first steps away from your commitment and your allegiance to the Lord; that is how Satan works. He works that way individually and personally in your life and he works that way in your family. You do not control where those steps you are taking away from the Lord will take you ultimately in your life, and you do not even have a vision for how those steps you are taking away from obedience and your commitment to the Lord Jesus will ultimately bring corruption upon your children and your children’s children. Please awaken to what the Scripture says about that. Be aware your decisions to walk away from God will have painful consequences upon you and if you do not care about your own life, care about your children and your children’s children. 
Second, we look at the calling: God calls human instruments, as we read,
1 Now Elijah the Tishbite, of Tishbe in Gilead, said to Ahab, “As the LORD, the God of Israel, lives, before whom I stand, there shall be neither dew nor rain these years, except by my word.”
This is all we know about Tishbe; it is somewhere east of the River Jordan. Elijah just appears and there is no explanation to his heritage, background, family, or parentage. Elijah is introduced and he is standing before Ahab, this powerful but wicked and idolatrous king. Elijah’s presence is God’s response to the gross idolatry of this nation. He sends this nation a man who would be His prophet. Please understand, this is often God’s response. God loves to use frail and ordinary people to do His supernatural work and Elijah is an ordinary man. God will not leave Himself without witnesses in the world, even if it is only one. 
In the darkest days of human history, the Lord raises up a testimony for Himself and that has always been true. We remember Noah and Moses and Samuel and Jonah and Elijah and Peter and Paul. God leaves weak, frail human witness to communicate His mercy and His grace, and He uses these witnesses to call a people to repentance, to humbling themselves before the Lord, and to recognize He is God and He must be worshipped and obeyed. This witness not only invites the people into God’s grace and into the pleasure of His mercy, but He also warns the people of the wrath that is to come. 
Elijah’s message is not an easy message. It is, “Ahab, there is going to be a drought and it is not going to be a short one. It is going to be for three years. That means there is going to be rampant famine and rampant starvation among the people over whom you rule.” That is the job of an Old Testament prophet is the same as the job of a New Testament believer, and that is to be God’s spokesperson; to invite people into His grace and to warn them of His justice. We must carry both of these tasks in our hands as our witnesses of the Gospel; to let people know God has saving mercy and to let people know God is just and righteous. We cannot let go of either one and be faithful to the calling of God. 

Elijah’s very name called the people back to faith in Yahweh for his name means “The Lord (Yahweh) is God.” Just uttering Elijah’s name, Yahweh is God, is a dangerous during the reign of Jezebel and Ahab. You don’t just stand up in a public square and say, “Yahweh is God” without recognizing you could be arrested and having your life ended. Elijah is called to wear his name as an open challenge to Baal and to any of the other false gods worshipped in his day. Elijah’s name was an open rebuke to Ahab and Jezebel’s god. If you wore a shirt to school with Elijah’s name printed on the front, you would be sent home for wearing an offensive message. The issue in Elijah’s day is the same issue which confronts America and confronts you and me personally in our day: who is your God? Who is the Lord? Who is going to rule your life? Will it be the god of sensuality or the God of righteousness? Will it be the god fashioned by human imagination or the God who revealed Himself in sacred Scripture? God calls us, His people, to give public testimony that Yahweh, the God who reveals Himself in the Word, is the Lord and He will not allow any competing god to steal any of His glory.

The fact that Elijah’s name is Elijah indicates God had a plan to use this man even before he was born. God had set Elijah apart well before we read 1 Kings 17:1. Elijah is going to be called to be a prophet. God had sent prophets prior to Elijah into the land to be His spokesperson. We remember Samuel and Nathan, but Elijah is going to be unique and that is why the New Testament is going to talk about him so much. Elijah will be the first in a string of prophets over the next four hundred years that will end with Malachi. 
It is important to understand what a prophet is in the Old Testament. A prophet is a man of God set apart by God primarily to serve God as an agent of revelation. The prophet is the one whom God puts His word into their mouth and the prophet faithfully speaks it wherever God tells them to speak it. This is what is happening in Verse 1; “Elijah, I am setting you apart. I am putting my Word into your mouth and I am expecting you to go the most powerful and perhaps the most murderous man on the planet at the time and I want you to tell it to him.”  
More than the prophet predicting the future, the prophet is one who tells God’s Truth to the people living in his own generation. The prophet does not stand before the king or the nation and say, “This is my humble opinion.” or, standing before Ahab, “I think you should consider some things.” No, the prophet stands before Ahab and says, “Thus says the Lord.” This is a voice of authority. This is a voice of certainty. It is the voice of truth, “This is what God says.” 

The prophet speaks boldly and clearly because he is speaking as it were the very words of God Himself. You would think a king and a people would be grateful to God for sending them a messenger to help them understand His mercy and grace and to avoid the wrath to come, but the king and the people are not appreciative. Listen to how they respond in 1 Kings 18. This is how they responded and this is what they considered Elijah to be,

17 When Ahab saw Elijah, Ahab said to him, “Is it you, you troubler of Israel?” 

“Who are the troublemakers in our culture? It is those people who actually believe the Bible and have the gall to actually repeat it in a public square. You troubler of America! You troubler of Israel! How dare you?” God’s spokespeople, early on, have never been appreciated because God has not been accepted. 
God’s call upon Elijah’s life was to be a spokesperson. Notice Elijah’s answer, “I have not troubled Israel. You have it all backwards, Ahab. You are the troubler of Israel. The reason Israel is in trouble at all is because you, as God’s regent and representative to be king, have sinned against Him and have dedicated your life to idolatry. You are the troubler.” It is all about perspective, isn’t it?
Remember Stephens’ words to the Pharisees of His day, in Acts 7,

51 “You stiff-necked people, uncircumcised in heart and ears, you always resist the Holy Spirit. As your fathers did, so do you. 52 Which of the prophets did your fathers not persecute? And they killed those who announced beforehand the coming of the Righteous One…”
That is the plight of God’s prophets. False religion, for all its talk of tolerance, is never tolerant of the Truth. The prophet of God does not attempt to make peace with false religion, but challenges it and confronts it and we must understand that. God’s prophet is not interested in being politically correct or popular or expedient, but rather, he confronts sin and refuses to soften God’s standards for the sake of expediency. He speaks truth which outrages his hearers and puts him in danger. The faithful prophet will speak God’s truth regardless of the consequences. So, here is ordinary Elijah, sent by God to the most powerful man in all Israel, to speak a message which is going to absolutely outrage him. Let us look at Verse 1 again, as he says to Ahab,
1 “As the LORD, the God of Israel, lives, before whom I stand, there shall be neither dew nor rain these years, except by my word.”
Notice, Elijah first identifies who sent him when he says, “The Lord, the God Israel, He lives.” He reminds Ahab God had a special covenant relationship with Israel. He was to be their Ruler and their Sovereign. Israel was to be a monarchy whose king obeyed the God. Ahab willfully decided to set the Lord aside in favor of Baal. He found a god who would serve his own agenda and Elijah is confronting him.

Elijah reminds Ahab the LORD lives; He is not a dead God! Mark Twain was surprised to read his own obituary in a newspaper one day and he sent this note, “The report of my death is an exaggeration.”
 Elijah’s message to Ahab is similar, “The report of the Lord’s death is an exaggeration! The Lord lives and He is going to prove to you He lives by controlling the heavens. You think your god is the “Storm God”, ha! This Lord is God and He lives and He is going to show it to you.”
Then Elijah adds, “Before whom I stand.” Elijah is declaring his loyalty to Yahweh openly and publically. He tells Ahab where he stands. 
Several years ago a friend invited me to attend a Green Bay football game at the frozen tundra of Lambeau Field. I am a Chicago Bears fan and I thought about wearing a Bear’s jersey, but I decided against an open display of my loyalty. Not Elijah; he went into Baal’s stadium waving Yahweh’s flag and wearing Yahweh’s team jersey. He had a real faith with God and a real relationship with Him. Such assurance of God’s living presence lifted him out of fear and made him obedient and faithful. Do you know you, too, stand before the God who spoke the world into existence?

There are three applications we can draw from Elijah’s calling. First, God sends His Word so we can be blessed. His Word often cuts us and hurts us, but it hurts us in order to heal us. Be careful of tossing away God’s Word as a moldy piece of bread. God sends His Word because He loves us and if we spurn this gift we will have no hope for God’s grace and no hope for His salvation. 
I believe the New Testament pastor or teacher carries a different role from an Old Testament prophet, but the role is similar in this: both are called to speak God’s Word. What kind of preachers and teachers do we want to speak into our lives? I urge you to pray for pastors and teachers to be bold, even though it is unpopular. I believe the greatest gift I can give to you as your pastor is God’s word. I do not believe my opinions matter or my personal views are important or my human wisdom can transform your life, but I believe my impact upon your life is solely dependent upon me being an echo of God’s Word, repeating what He says at all times, a messenger of His revealed will, and a teacher of the Truth He has given to us.
The second application is let people know where you stand in regards to the God you worship. Let them know you are standing before the Lord your God. Some sing the song, “These are the days of Elijah.”
 I fear that the song may be right, but not for the reasons the author intended. These are the days of Elijah in that few are willing to publicly tell others we stand before the Lord our God. Will you be one of the few? Will you be one of those who are willing to boldly stand up, even if you are all alone and you are standing before the most powerful group or the most powerful person, and say, “I represent the Lord God, before whom I stand. He is my God and the One I serve.” Often you will have to stand alone, but when you stand alone you are never alone, for God is always with you. 
The third application is: remember you serve a living God! The success and popularity of Baal seems to indicate God is dead in our culture. The Jesus of the New Testament is still openly mocked, defied and blasphemed. He must be dead! He is not responding to all of this! Friends, the mercy and patience of God are not an indication of His demise. Why is it sinful man so often interprets God’s patience as God’s impotence? They reason they can sin without consequence, for after all, “If God really was alive, if God really cared, if God could really do something, He would have punished me by now!” Friends, do not think of His mercy as weakness. His mercy is given so we all might have an opportunity to repent and receive life. 
The God of the Bible is alive. He leaves His fingerprints all over this created world and He gives us a record of His voice in Scripture, and most importantly of all, He leaves evidence of the living nature of His person by sending His Son to die upon a cross and rise the third day.

Who is the living God? That is the big question. If Yahweh is alive, then worship Him. If Baal is alive, then worship him, but do not waver between two opinions! If you are a servant of the living God, you know the Lord God is alive. Choose this day to serve Him and commit your life to Him. No longer dabble in the worship of the Baals!

In 1624, John Donne wrote a famous poem entitled “For Whom the Bell Tolls”. It reads,
No man is an island,
Entire of itself.
Each is a piece of the continent,
A part of the main.
If a clod be washed away by the sea,
Europe is the less. . . 
Each man's death diminishes me,
For I am involved in mankind.
Therefore, send not to know
For whom the bell tolls,
It tolls for thee. 

In earlier days, if you heard the church bells ring at an odd hour, you would ask the question, “There must be a funeral. I wonder whose funeral it is.” John Donne’s answer is, “It is yours. You are a part of a dying humanity. Understand, when you hear the bells sounding for one person, it ought to remind you of your own mortality. You, too, are living a life which will end the exact same way, and it will not be long.” 
The believer need not fear death because we know the One who conquered it. In John 11, we read,

25 Jesus said to her, “I am the resurrection and the life. Whoever believes in me, though he die, yet shall he live, 26 and everyone who lives and believes in me shall never die. Do you believe this?”
He pressed that personally and I press it personally to you, “Do you believe Jesus is the resurrection and the life?”

The title of this study uses a play on words from this poem: “For whom the Baal tolls”. Baal’s bell rings often in this world to lure us into the worship of another god. We hear the bells and we are drawn to them. These bells toll for you and they toll for me and we are all enticed when we hear them ring. We are all tempted to compromise commitment to worship the only True and Living God who has revealed Himself in Jesus Christ in order to worship another. Friends, we have to make a choice. 

The crowd around you will always hear the bells toll and they will always follow after Baal. They will choose him; he promises pleasure. He promises provision. He promises a happy life, but each one of us must choose for ourselves. Listen to Jesus’ words, in Matthew 7,
