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Elijah Predicts a Drought

 7And after a while the brook dried up, because there was no rain in the land.

The Widow of Zarephath

8 Then the word of the LORD came to him, 9 “Arise, go to Zarephath, which belongs to Sidon, and dwell there. Behold, I have commanded a widow there to feed you.” 10 So he arose and went to Zarephath. And when he came to the gate of the city, behold, a widow was there gathering sticks. And he called to her and said, “Bring me a little water in a vessel, that I may drink.” 11 And as she was going to bring it, he called to her and said, “Bring me a morsel of bread in your hand.” 12 And she said, “As the LORD your God lives, I have nothing baked, only a handful of flour in a jar and a little oil in a jug. And now I am gathering a couple of sticks that I may go in and prepare it for myself and my son, that we may eat it and die.” 13 And Elijah said to her, “Do not fear; go and do as you have said. But first make me a little cake of it and bring it to me, and afterward make something for yourself and your son. 14 For thus says the LORD, the God of Israel, ‘The jar of flour shall not be spent, and the jug of oil shall not be empty, until the day that the LORD sends rain upon the earth.’” 15 And she went and did as Elijah said. And she and he and her household ate for many days. 16 The jar of flour was not spent, neither did the jug of oil become empty, according to the word of the LORD that he spoke by Elijah.

I love reading Christian biographies and one of my favorites is about George Mueller. George Mueller was a Christian who loved to share the Gospel and he loved orphans. He committed his life to caring for orphans in England in the early 1800’s. He was a man of deep faith and he saw God provide for him and his orphans over and over again.
One day the matron of the orphanage came to him and said, “I hate to bother you, Mr. Mueller, but the children are all ready to eat breakfast and there is not a thing in the house to eat. We have nothing to feed them. What should I tell them?” George stood up and he said, “I will take care of it,” and he reached down and he took one of the little girl’s hands who was standing near him and he said, “Abigail, come and let us see what God will do.” They made their way to the dining room. 

Inside the huge dining room were three hundred orphans, each standing behind their chair. In front of each was a plate, a cup, and a spoon, but the plate was empty. There was no food at all on the table. “Where is the food,” little Abigail asked in a whisper. George smiled at her and he said, “God will supply.” He turned to address the three hundred orphans and he said, “There is not much time and I do not want any of you to be late for school, so let us pray.” As the children bowed their heads, George Mueller prayed, “Dear God, we thank you now for what you are going to give us to eat. Amen.” 

Three hundred children began to get into their chairs. You can imagine the din of the scuffling of the wooden chairs against the wooden floor. When all of the children were finally settled and the room was quiet, there was a big knock at the door, “Knock, knock, knock!” George Mueller opened the door and there was the village baker, who said, “Mr. Mueller, last night I could not sleep. I began to think somehow you would need bread this morning. So, I got up at two this morning and I began to bake. I have a truck of bread for you. Do you need it?” 

He invited the bake in and the baker began brining bread so all of the children would have warm bread to eat that morning. As the baker continued to bring bread in, another man, this time a milk man knocked at the door, “Knock, knock, knock!” He said, “Mr. Mueller, I need a little help. A wheel on my cart has broken and I need to fix it outside your establishment, but I need to lighten my load. I have ten huge canisters of milk I do not know what to do with. Can you use it?”

One by one, each of these children were fed. God is a God who prepares our table for us. 

Hudson Taylor, a missionary to China, once wrote, “Our Heavenly Father is a very experienced One. He knows very well His children wake up with a good appetite in the morning. He sustained three million Israelites in the wilderness for forty years. Depend upon it. God’s work done in God’s way will never lack God’s supply.”

That is the lesson we learn from Elijah’s story in this study: God’s work done in God’s way will never lack God’s supply. Elijah has confronted King Ahab with a message from the Lord God, Yahweh, the God of Israel. King Ahab and his wife, Jezebel, have been killing off the prophets of the Lord and they were now supporting the prophets of Baal. They were transforming the whole country into a land of idolatry. Elijah told Ahab God had noticed their idolatry and He was going to send a drought upon the land because of it. 
Baal is the “Storm God” and Ahab trusted in Baal to bring rain. He believed Baal controlled the winds and the rains, so God’s judgment upon this nation was going to be a testimony to Yahweh’s sovereign power and Yahweh’s sovereign control over everything in this world. After Elijah delivered this message, which was a rather dangerous message to give to Ahab, God sent Elijah into hiding, into the Cherith Ravine. There Elijah would drink water from the Brook Cherith and there God would feed him by having ravens bring him meat and bread every morning and every evening. 
Elijah has been in this desert hiding place for some time when we come to Verse 7, which tells us,

7And after a while the brook dried up, because there was no rain in the land.

Elijah now faces another crisis in his life: the water he depended upon in this hot desert was running dry. He could see that little brook’s flow begin to diminish each and every day. That little brook’s flow ran thinner and thinner. It appeared though Elijah was not in a panic or pacing back and forth in that little ravine wondering what God was going to do or how he was going to live. Rather, he waited upon the Lord and he committed himself to God; the God who brought the raven and the God who provided the brook in the first place. When he saw that brook begin to run dry, nonetheless, he kept his heart and he kept his mind stayed upon Jehovah-jireh.
 Elijah was at peace because Isaiah 26 says,

3 You keep him in perfect peace whose mind is stayed on you, because he trusts in you.

In this study we are going to learn five specific truths about God’s provision in our lives today. First, God provides for us in the presence of our enemies. Second, God provides for us using weak vessels. Third, God provides for us as we radically obey Him. Fourth, God provides for us moment-by-moment. Fifth, we will learn God provides for us through His Son Jesus. 

The first truth we want to consider about God’s provision, and this is outstanding, is God provided for us in the presence of our enemies, as we read in Verse 8,

8 Then the word of the LORD came to (Elijah)…
Notice how often Elijah relies upon the Word of the Lord for direction. He does not trust his own navigational system, or his own heart, to lead his life. He trusts the Word God provides for him. Friends, we have God’s Word as surely as Elijah did in his day and in our day, God has chosen to give His Word to us through the Scriptures. The Bible teaches us all Scripture is breathed out by God and it is profitable for doctrine, reproof, correction, and training in righteousness. This is so the man of God and the woman of God might be thoroughly equipped for every good work,
 and so we might be thoroughly equipped for life itself. Let us learn to study the Bible so we, too, can hear God’s voice. It is through the Scriptures we hear God speaking to us day-by-day and so we can follow His direction. If you and I wish to discover the will of God for our lives we must make the Word of God prominent in our lives. 

We read in Verse 9,


9 “Arise, go to Zarephath, which belongs to Sidon, and dwell there.

If you were Elijah, at this point you would immediately be shocked by God’s instructions. Zarephath is a small village in Sidon and is about one hundred miles northwest from the Brook Cherith, where Elijah had been residing. Elijah is going to have to travel on foot through a hot desert to get to Zarephath, but more than that, Zarephath is located in the region of Sidon. Remember in our study of 1 Kings 16, Sidon is Jezebel’s home and Sidon is the center of Baal worship. Sidon was Gentile territory. 

Elijah had been hiding for a reason: he was a wanted and hunted man. If he was found out by King Ahab and any of the servants of Ahab throughout the land, Elijah’s life would be in peril. God had Elijah hide in Cherith for awhile, but now He instructs Elijah to run directly into the heart of hostile territory. God is asking Elijah to step outside of the safety of this ravine and onto the front porch of a violent enemy. Why would God do that? Why would God lead His servant out of safety and into danger? I believe God often does that in His servants’ lives. I believe He will often do that in our lives. There will be times when He will place us in a position of safety and rest so we can learn from Him in the context of safety, but then He will direct us into the path of danger. 

Why would God do that? I believe there are at least two reasons which dominate here, for Elijah. First, God loves to show His greatness and His power. Particularly, He loves to show His sovereign might over any other god. Though enemies are all around us we are absolutely safe when we are walking with God, when we are obeying Him and following Him.

I love the line in Psalm 23,


5 You prepare a table before me in the presence of my enemies…

It is one thing for God to prepare a table for us, but how much more exalted is God to prepare a table for us in the presence of our enemies? What would our powerful enemies try to do if they saw us feasting at a table prepared for us? They may try to steal our food and take it from us. They may try to kick us out of the banquet hall. They may try to poison our food or do a number of things, but by preparing a table for us in the context of danger and our enemies, God is revealing to Himself we are forever safe in His arms. If God is for us who can stand against us?

The One who is in us is greater than the one who is in the world.
 God loves to prepare a table for us even in the midst of danger and the presence of our enemies so He might show He is absolutely God, Ruler of all, even over our enemies. Is that not a wonder to know? 
Our enemies are not in control of this world. Satan, himself, is not in control of this world, but rather God, the One who rescues us, who provides for us, who delivers us is in absolute control. 

There is another reason for God sending Elijah into the region of Sidon and toward Zarephath, and that is God intended to show His grace to a Gentile woman and her son. Israel had forsaken God by chasing after dead idols and God, now in the face of rampant unbelief among the people He had chosen, elects to show kindness to a Gentile widow. The widow Elijah meets would not have known God’s kind provision had not God not sent His servant into that dangerous place, and this is often the way God brings His message of grace into dangerous places; by sending His servants into dangerous places.

If a person is open to receiving God’s message of grace I believe God will move Heaven and earth to bring His Gospel to them. He will use His servants, He will us His people, to bring His message of hope. 

In Luke 4, Jesus mentions this widow woman. Jesus has left Capernaum where He accomplished many miracles and He goes to His hometown of Nazareth and He uses this old quote, “A prophet is not accepted in his hometown.”
 The people of Nazareth are saying, “Jesus, do the stuff you did in Capernaum or else we will not believe you and you are just Joseph’s son.” This is Jesus' response,
25 “But in truth, I tell you, there were many widows in Israel in the days of Elijah, when the heavens were shut up three years and six months, and a great famine came over all the land, 26 and Elijah was sent to none of them but only to Zarephath, in the land of Sidon, to a woman who was a widow.”

Jesus indicates God had an intention for Elijah to be God’s ambassador to this woman, to be the one who brought Good News to her, to be the one who introduced her to the True and Living God. Taking the Gospel is often dangerous in our world and it is dangerous in different ways. In some places it is dangerous physically. In other places it may be dangerous emotionally. In other places it may be dangerous financially. There are many ways taking the Gospel to a person outside the context of the Gospel community, or outside the context of the walls of this church, is dangerous, yet God sends us as His ambassadors into those places regardless of the danger and telling us He will care for us and provide for us and protect us in it. 

So often our brand of Christianity is so very, very safe. We avoid anything which might be dangerous to us and as a result, I believe the church is losing her power because we are losing our commitment to obey God and following Him into places which are difficult. 

I believe it was Faud Masery, who ministers to Muslims, who likes to say, “God motto is not: safety first!” We sometimes believe that and it is a good motto for a woodshop class or for a chemistry lab, but it is a terrible motto for God’s people. God’s leading may take us into areas which prove very difficult for us and which may even be perilous to us. God may ask us to risk our grade point average in order to be His witness. He may ask us to risk our financial security in order to be His servant. He may ask us to risk friendships, even within our own family. He may ask us to yield up our freedom and even our very lives.
About a year ago my friend, Dave Ludo, told me a story about his childhood. Dave grew up in the jungle of Iriangia. His family was the first to come to this specific village in the center of the jungle which was a village of headhunters. Dave had a twin brother and they were five years old when their family took them into that remote area of the jungle of Iriangia. Can you imagine taking your five-year old and you are the only family like you entering into a place which had never had Westerners come to visit and not understanding anything about the natives and having difficulty communicating because neither knew the other’s language? It is a place where there are poisonous snakes, hungry crocodiles, and all sorts of animals which can and often do kill villagers. This is not as though this is a danger which is something really dangerous, but it is something which does happen to the villagers. 

The chief asked for Dave’s family to move in next to him and they built a home for them up on poles. Dave and his brother began to be instant friends with the village chief’s five-year old son. The first day they arrive they go off into the jungle and play all day. When they come back the village chief asks Dave and his brother to have supper with them. They enter the house and they see human skulls lining the wall. As they eat, the chief begins to take down some of the skulls and talk about some of the people and what they were like before they were killed. Dave, who is my age, says, “It had only been recently he began to think about that and have conversations with him mom and dad.” He asked, “How was it you were able to take your five-year old boys into that context?” His dad answered, “Son, God called us into that village to tell them the Gospel and if God called us we believed we could trust Him with our lives and we could trust Him with yours.” That is a faith which depends wholly upon God in dangerous places.
It is challenging to each one of us. Am I willing to follow God into dangerous places? That is the question and that is the place of God’s provision. 

The second truth about God’s provision is He provides for us using weak vessels. Again, in Verse 9, we read,

9 “Arise, go to Zarephath, which belongs to Sidon, and dwell there. Behold, I have commanded a widow there to feed you.”

How humbling! “Lord, a widow! Really! I would have expected you to say, ‘I have provided a wealthy merchant there to care for you.’ That would have made sense to me, but a widow, a person who is going to be more impacted by this famine than anyone else throughout Sidon. A widow! How is she going to provide for me?” God loves to use weak vessels to provide for His Kingdom work and for His servants. 

In 1 Corinthians 1, Paul says,

26 For consider your calling, brothers: not many of you were wise according to worldly standards, not many were powerful, not many were of noble birth. 27 But God chose what is foolish in the world to shame the wise; God chose what is weak in the world to shame the strong; 28 God chose what is low and despised in the world, even things that are not, to bring to nothing things that are, 29 so that no human being might boast in the presence of God.

I remember when I was a youth pastor I was talking to a leader of a parent-church youth ministry. He told me of his strategy in ministry. He said, “Our strategy is to target the cool kids, the athletic kids, and the kids on student council and,” he reasoned, “if we can get these teens to come to our youth ministry then other teens would follow them.” That sounds like a reasonable plan, does it not? That plan possesses one huge problem: it is a strategy which contradicts Scripture. God does use influential people to fulfill His plan, also. He does not say, “Not any who are of noble birth,” but He says, “Not many…” I thank God for that.
Some of you are very influential people within our community. We are grateful for everyone God places into this fellowship, but here is the deal, God uses influential people in spite of their position and not because of it. At the end of the day, God desires all the glory for Himself. God desires for all of the praise to go to Him. He works so no human being might boast in the presence of God, so He loves to use weak vessels like this widow; this person who says, “I have just enough to feed myself and my son one meal and I have no plan and no understanding how any food will come after that. We expect to die after that.” She is perhaps the weakest person in all of the land, but God says, “This is the one, Elijah, I want you to go to because this is one I am going to use so my name might be praised.”

God intended to humble Elijah through the means by which He provided for him. If God had sent Elijah to a wealthy merchant’s home, Elijah might have become proud because of his high associations, “Look who I am hanging out with!” Let us be careful we do not push God’s provision away from us simply because the vessel He sends to provide for us is so very humble and plain. In times of drought and famine in our lives let us be content to let God chose the means of His provision for us, even though it humbles us. 
The third principle about God’s provision is God provides for us as we radically obey Him. I believe this is the dominant principle throughout this story. So often we see Elijah and this widow woman obeying the Lord and then God showering them with blessing as a result of it. 

So often we miss out on God’s provision because we are unwilling to obey. We see in Elijah and in this widow woman a radical obedience. First notices Elijah’s obedience in Verse 10. Immediately after God says, “I have commanded a widow there to feed you,” we read,


10 So he arose and went to Zarephath.

Elijah’s obedience was unflinching. His faith had trained him to obey God’s commands regardless as to how difficult they were to his reason and to his human ideas. Faith without works is dead
 and Elijah’s faith was fully alive. He demonstrated the authenticity of his faith as he begins to step off one hundred miles, through enemy territory, to travel to Zarephath. His obedience was immediate; it was not delayed. His obedience was complete; it was not partial. His obedience relied upon God’s commands; not upon his own human reason. That is the kind of obedience we also need to respond toward God if we are to expect to receive the blessing of God.
We read in Verses 10 and 11,

10 …And when he came to the gate of the city, behold, a widow was there gathering sticks. And he called to her and said, “Bring me a little water in a vessel, that I may drink.” 11 And as she was going to bring it, he called to her and said, “Bring me a morsel of bread in your hand.”

God works at both ends. He worked on the one end in Cherith and He was working on the other end in Zarephath and He was going to cause these two people to meet. That is how sovereign God is and that is exactly what happened. Immediately, she began to respond to Elijah. Remember, she understands this is God’s command and not just a stranger asking her to do these things, and the Lord had told Elijah He had commanded this widow to help Elijah at the end of Verse 9. She is responding in obedience to God and she begins to go out to fetch water from the village well. 
The Word of the Lord has come to this woman and God is clearly directing this woman to take an action to obey Him. She begins to obey Him by going to fetch the water, but then, when Elijah asks her to bring her food, that was more than she thought God would have her do and she responds with a question. God is establishing His Word in her heart so she might know He is God who loves to provide her as she exercises her faith and as that faith is revealed through a radical obedience. 

When God asks us to do what seems impossible, we must remember the character and nature of the One who gives us the command. It is so important to observe she is not responding to a stranger and she is not just being courteous or nice, but she is responding to the Word of the Lord. The Lord had given her this command and God is faithful, just, wise, and good and we can trust Him not to ask us to do anything which would ruin our lives. Often times that is Tempters thought which runs through our hearts and our minds as God gives us difficult command and he says, “If you obey God your life will be ruined.” That is the thought which ran through this widow’s mind, “If I obey God and give Elijah this food, our lives are ruined. It is over.” 
Elijah asks her to do something hard; he asks her to get some water, but then he asks her to do something which is impossible and look at how she responds in Verse 12,

12 And she said, “As the LORD your God lives, I have nothing baked, only a handful of flour in a jar and a little oil in a jug. And now I am gathering a couple of sticks that I may go in and prepare it for myself and my son, that we may eat it and die.”

She makes a statement of faith and she roots her life back into her faith in God, the God of Israel. 

13 And Elijah said to her, “Do not fear; go and do as you have said. But first make me a little cake of it and bring it to me, and afterward make something for yourself and your son. 14 For thus says the LORD, the God of Israel, ‘The jar of flour shall not be spent, and the jug of oil shall not be empty, until the day that the LORD sends rain upon the earth.’”

God loves to use the little we have to demonstrate His power and that is what He is doing here. At first glance, Elijah’s request seems to be incredibly selfish, “Before you feed your son and yourself, feed me.” Remember, Elijah is not acting upon his own initiative. He is acting in obedience to God and he believes what he is speaking to this woman, as hard as it is, is a word of grace. Rather than being selfish, wanting the poor widow’s little, he is wanting to provide for this woman as a minister of God, as a servant, and a prophet of the Lord so this woman would come to experience the fullness of God in her life. 
Elijah’s life was completely regulated by God’s Word and as such he believed this widow needs God’s Word more than she needs the little bit of oil and the little bit of flour she possesses. Jesus said, “Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every word that proceeds from the mouth of God.”
 Elijah refused to let the widow’s fears convince him to stop speaking the words of hope which God’s Word could bring to her. He knows these words are hard words and they are going to be difficult words, but they are words of life and hope if she responds to them. He knows God will bless her. 

Whenever we follow God’s direction in offering someone God’s Word, let us remember we are offering them life. Sometimes the words we bring from the Scripture to a friend, a family member, or someone we care about might sound very hard to them initially, but let us not back away from being a minister of God’s Word simply because the initial response might be one of questioning, difficulty, and doubt. Let us remember, if we are bringing God’s Word, regardless of how difficult appear at first, we are bringing a Word of hope, life, and one which offers joy.

Elijah knows obedience to God’s commands always lead to God’s rewards and ultimately the widow knows this also, as we read in Verse 15,

15 And she went and did as Elijah said.

She was building her life upon the belief if she obeyed God and if she followed God, God would provide for her. She refused to continue her argument with God and she simply said, “God, I am going to trust you and I will obey you.” I love Elijah’s words, “Don’t fear.” He knows fear often times contradicts faith and it stands in the way of obedience. Then he gives the promise in Verse 14, “For thus says the LORD, the God of Israel, ‘The jar of flour shall not be spent, and the jug of oil shall not be empty.’ God is going to renew that over and over and over again in your life.”

When we are fighting with the temptation of disobeying God, we need to remind ourselves of God’s promise and that is what Elijah is doing. What would have happened to Elijah if he has disobeyed God? He would have died in the desert. What would have happened to this widow woman if she had disobeyed God? She would have had a last meal and then she would have died. Unbelief and death are inseparably joined and let us remember that. It is obedience which is inseparably bound to life and that is what God wants to teach us about His provision. 

Radical obedience to God draws us near to the God who supplies us with everything we need.

The fourth principle we want to consider is God provides for us moment-by-moment, as we read in Verse 16,
16 The jar of flour was not spent, neither did the jug of oil become empty, according to the word of the LORD that he spoke by Elijah.

It is interesting God did not just give this woman a vat of oil; “Here is a big tanker of oil!” What did He do? He kept the little jug with a little bit of oil in the bottom. He did not fill it up. She poured it out and she looked in it and there was still a little bit more in there. Why, because God delights for us to depend upon Him moment-by-moment. 

Sometimes God supplies in abundance and physically I think that is likely to be true of everyone. We have more than just a little oil in the jug at home to provide for ourselves and our family. God sometimes provides in abundance, but often He delights to provide moment-by-moment so we would learn to depend upon Him; “Give us this day, Father, our daily bread.”
 God smiles to us and says, “You do not ever have to worry about tomorrow and it is not because of this big vat of oil you have in the storage room. You do not need to worry about tomorrow because you have a Heavenly Father who will feed you. I am going to be faithful to you and everyday you will see how excitingly faithful I am.” And that is what He did for this dear widow woman.

The last truth is God provides for us through His Son Jesus. I believe the miracle of Elijah and the miracles of Jesus feeding the multitudes in the desert 
are linked to the miracle God did in Moses day when He sent manna to the earth so the children of Israel, some three million of them, would be fed every day.
 These physical miracles point to a spiritual truth and that is what Jesus is getting at in John 6. In John 6, Jesus takes five loaves and two fishes and He feeds five thousand men with them; He multiplies them. The people come and get all excited, “Here is the King who is going to feed us,” and Jesus moves away from them because He realizes all they want is some physical food from Him and He came for something entirely different. The physical food’s provision was intended to help them understand He was offering them not just food for a moment or a meal, but He was offering them life. So, they came to Him demanding bread and listen to what Jesus says in John 6,
27 “Do not work for the food which perishes, but for the food which endures to eternal life, which the Son of Man will give to you, for on Him the Father, God, has set His seal.” 

28 Therefore they said to Him, “What shall we do, so that we may work the works of God?”
29 Jesus answered and said to them, “This is the work of God, that you believe in Him whom He has sent.” 

Do you hear that? This is the work of God. If you want to do the work of God in order to receive the blessing of God, this is the work of God: that you might believe on Him whom God the Father sent. He goes on to say,

35 “I am the bread of life; he who comes to Me will not hunger, and he who believes in Me will never thirst. 36 But I said to you that you have seen Me, and yet do not believe. 37 All that the Father gives Me will come to Me, and the one who comes to Me I will certainly not cast out…47 Truly, truly, I say to you, he who believes has eternal life. 48 “I am the bread of life.”

Friends, it would be horrible to leave this message thinking God is merely the provider of physical food. He is and we thank Him for it, but the presence of physical food in our lives is intended by God to be a symbol which reminds us of a greater need: the need of our soul. The truth is we eat physical food and tomorrow we are hungry and eventually we die, but Jesus says, “I have come and I have offered this bread and all these miracles of the past to reveal to you the kind of God I am. I am a God who provides for you. I am the Bread of Life and if you eat of me, take of me, trust in me, cling to me, embrace me, and you commit yourself to me then you will have eternal life.

If you have never believed in Jesus as your personal Savior I urge you today to commit yourself to Him and say, “God, I need eat the Bread of Life and I need the nutrition for my soul which will give me life in my soul. I believe Jesus to be the One who is the Bread of Life.” 

If you are a believer understand Jesus is the Bread of Life for you today and you need Him as much today as you needed Him when you first believed. Everyday, here is the challenge of the Christian life – not that we do more for God, but that we receive more from God and we receive the life of God. As we receive the life of God through His Son we will life a different life. That is the Gospel truth. 

May God convince us and convict us He is Jehovah-jireh; He is our provider and we need never ever fear.
