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Zechariah’s Song:  The Wonder of Christmas
Luke 1:5-80

““Behold, I send my messenger, and he will prepare the way before me. (Malachi 3:1a ESV)

And the Lord whom you seek will suddenly come to his temple; and the messenger of the covenant in whom you delight, behold, he is coming, says the LORD of hosts.”  (Malachi 3:1b ESV)

Main Idea:  All the hopes of all humanity are met in Jesus.  When Jesus arrives, we have reason to jump with joy and to worship Him.

Zechariah Unveils Two Wonders About God 

Wonder #1:  God is a God who speaks personally to inform our worship.

Long ago, at many times and in many ways, God spoke to our fathers by the prophets, but in these last days he has spoken to us by his Son, whom he appointed the heir of all things, through whom also he created the world. He is the radiance of the glory of God and the exact imprint of his nature, and he upholds the universe by the word of his power.” (Hebrews 1:1-3 ESV)

Application:  The Christmas season is an invitation from God to turn our eyes, our hearts and our ears to Jesus and to listen to Him.

“For the word of God is living and active, sharper than any two-edged sword, piercing to the division of soul and of spirit, of joints and of marrow, and discerning the thoughts and intentions of the heart.” (Hebrews 4:12 ESV)

But the hour is coming, and is now here, when the true worshipers will worship the Father in spirit and truth, for the Father is seeking such people to worship him. God is spirit, and those who worship him must worship in spirit and truth.”” (John 4:23-24 ESV)

Application:  Christmas provides an opportunity to slow down and ask God to speak to your heart.  “Lord, I want to worship you with all my heart, all my soul and all my strength.  Would you speak to me words of instruction, encouragement, correction or rebuke so that I might be revived? Here I am, your servant is listening.” 

Wonder #2:  God is a God who sends His Son to infuse joy into worship.  

Accomplishment #1:  Jesus visits us with comfort. 

“I was naked and you clothed me, I was sick and you visited me, I was in prison and you came to me.’” (Matthew 25:36 ESV)

Comfort, comfort my people, says your God. Speak tenderly to Jerusalem, and cry to her that her warfare is ended, that her iniquity is pardoned, that she has received from the LORD’S hand double for all her sins.” (Isaiah 40:1-2 ESV)

Accomplishment #2:  Jesus releases us from prison.

“Jesus answered them, “Truly, truly, I say to you, everyone who practices sin is a slave to sin.” (John 8:34 ESV)

“But when the fullness of time had come, God sent forth his Son, born of woman, born under the law, to redeem those who were under the law, so that we might receive adoption as sons.” (Galatians 4:4–5 ESV)

“So if the Son sets you free, you will be free indeed.” (John 8:36 ESV)

Accomplishment #3:  Jesus defeats our enemies.

I love you, O LORD, my strength. The LORD is my rock and my fortress and my deliverer, my God, my rock, in whom I take refuge, my shield, and the horn of my salvation, my stronghold.”(Psalm 18:1–2 ESV)

Accomplishment #4:  Jesus cancels our debt.

Accomplishment #5:  Jesus shines light into our lives.

“Again Jesus spoke to them, saying, “I am the light of the world. Whoever follows me will not walk in darkness, but will have the light of life.”” (John 8:12 ESV)
